1)  Open www.blogger.com 
2) Click on “Create A Blog” (Orange Button) 
3) Step 1 – “Create A Google Account” 

a. Use Your School Email 
b. Display Name:  “Your First Name and First Letter of Your Last Name” 

i. JeffS 
c. Make sure to write down your password in a few different places 

4) Step 2 - Name Your Blog  
a. Blog Title: “Your First Name and First Letter of Your Last Name” + “Australia 2011” 

i. Example:  Jeff S Australia2011 
b. Blog Address (URL) “JeffSAustralia2011” 
c. If this is unavailable for your name, ask a teacher for help 

5) Choose Template 
a. You may choose any template you like
